Terms and Conditions

     The undersigned has commissioned Capt. F. K. Lanier & Associates, LLC to conduct an Underwriter’s Marine Risk Evaluation (UMRE) on the above captioned vessel on the date specified and has read and hereby agrees and consents to all the terms and conditions listed on pages 1 and 2 of this contract.  Payment for the UMRE in the form of cash, check, or credit card is due prior to or at time of inspection.  Client shall be responsible for all legal and court costs plus three times the final total of the UMRE amount in the event bill collection is required. 

     The surveyor is contracted by and works exclusively for the person(s) requesting the UMRE.  The surveyor provides a comprehensive evaluation of the vessel in terms of insurability (structural integrity, safety, and systems installations) and a list of findings and recommendations for correction of faults. Our inspection procedures conform to standard practices set forth by the Society of Accredited Marine Surveyors.  The mandatory standards promulgated by the United States Coast Guard (USCG), under the authority of Title 46 United States Code (USC); Title 33 and Title 46 Code of Federal Regulations (CFR), the voluntary standards and recommended practices developed by the American Boat and Yacht Council (ABYC), and the standards of the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) will be used as guidelines in the conduct of this evaluation, however complete compliance with such standards is not guaranteed.  

     The UMRE report is confidential and for the sole, exclusive use of the person named as "Client" on page 1 of this agreement only and is not transferable to any other person or entity.  No responsibility is accepted or undertaken to third parties in respect thereof whatsoever.  The report will not be made available to any other party without the permission of the client. The client is encouraged to attend the UMRE, and verbal consultation may be provided prior to delivery of the written report, however the final, written UMRE report shall take precedence in all cases.
     The purpose of a UMRE is to assist underwriters in determining a vessel’s insurability with a focus on structural integrity, and safety.  System installations are evaluated as per NFPA and ABYC guidelines and safety gear is inspected and noted for compliance with USCG requirements.  Pertinent identification information (such as equipment make, model, and serial numbers) is also recorded for future reference, valuation, and claims adjustment.  

AN UNDERWRITERS MARINE RISK EVALUATION IS LIMITED IN SCOPE AND CANNOT BE USED AS A SUBSTITUTE FOR A CONDITION AND VALUE SURVEY.
     The UMRE will include reasonable visual inspections of all normally accessible vessel areas, parts, and equipment where accessible only.  Fixed parts, partitions, liners, paneling, fittings, fasteners, furniture, joiner-work, etc, will not be removed to facilitate inspection during the UMRE, although access to such areas may be recommended by the surveyor.  

     Locked or otherwise inaccessible compartments, lockers, etc, cannot be inspected.  Owners, sellers, or their representatives (captain, broker, etc.) should make sure that the vessel is prepared for inspection with compartments unlocked, stores and excess equipment removed, and maximum access to all areas of the vessel provided.  Machinery, belts, hoses, tanks, and piping will be visually inspected where normally accessible.  Machinery and equipment may be inspected while operating only when the owner or owner's representative is present to operate the machinery.    

     For sailing vessel, spars and rigging will be visually inspected as accessible from on deck and sails will be inspected as found furled or bagged. Depending on these observations, further inspection may be recommended.  A written report will include a comprehensive description of the vessel, a fair market value, a replacement value, and recommendations for items necessary to reasonably ensure safety and the fitness of the vessel for its intended service.
